Scene #2 4-30-07 3rd alarm, 200 block of 7th Street, S.E. Heavy fire in the historic
Eastern market building.

Scene #3 9-18-07 WFD, 214 7th street, S.E. Fire in the first floor store in a two story
mixed occupancy building opposite Eastern Market.

Scene #4 9-27-07 4th alarm, 2144 Queens Chapel Road, N.E. Heavy fire in a one and two
story warehouse.

Scene #5 10-1-07 5th alarm equivalent, 2633 Adams Mill Road, N.W. Heavy fire top
floor and cockloft of a 4 story occupied apt. building. Includes rescue efforts via portable
ladders to reach firefighters trapped on the roof.

Scene #6 10-29-07 2nd alarm, 619-21 4th street, N.E. Heavy fire in rear of two, 2 story
row houses. Several firefighters were burned, two seriously. Mayday was sounded.
Scene #7 11-1-07 2nd alarm, 1344 Otis place N.W. Fire in several two story row
dwellings.

Scene #8 11-21-07 3rd alarm, 1215 "K" Street, N.E. Heavy fire throughout a three story
tire warehouse and repair shop.

Scene #9 1-26-08 4th alarm equivalent, 5408 First Place, N.-W. Heavy fire involving a
two story apt. building being converted into condominiums.

Scene #10 1-27-08 2nd alarm, 3343 King Avenue, S.E. Heavy fire involving three, 2
story frame dwellings.

Scene #11 3-12-08 5th alarm + 3rd alarm, 3145 Mount Pleasant Street, N.W. Heavy fire
involving a four story "H" type occupied apt. building which extended to a large church
on exposure "C" side. The 3rd alarm was sounded for the church. There were several
maydays for trapped or missing firefighters, and extensive mutual aid. All civilians and
firefighters safely escaped.
